For time too long a brewery written of (and by some written off) as 
London’s third brewery, the upstarts, or the “lager brewery” becoming the 
outsiders forging their own path. 
Now all that has changed, they have climbed the brewing ladder, becoming 
London’s second brewery with the demise of Young’s, maintaining their 
high quality beers, introducing newer modern interpretations of British 
classics, and interestingly making quirky even funky beers available to the 
British beer lover.  
   
In our mixed case, there 
are small bottles, their 
classics Pale Ale and 
Pilsner interpretations; 
both well respected and 
very very drinkable 
beers.  The Wheat, great 
from the fridge, chunk 
of lemon, orange or even 
lime on a hot summer’s 
day.    Try the coffee 
with some chocolate, or 
with a rich chocolate 
dessert.  Then try the 
chocolate! The Union is 
a great evening beer, 
after work, big flavour, 
cool evenings, perfect 
for April.  
    
Get the big beers out 
when you have some 
friends over, 75cl of 
great flavours; cork 
sealed. The IPA is a 
modern hoppy, grassy, 
floral ale and all too 
good with salads and 
spicy foods.  The Porter 
great with richer meatier stews and traditional British Fayre.   
  
Very much the modern brewery…this case includes

Summer is on the way, and 
that's a perfect time for 
cool, refreshing and spicy 
Wheat Beers.  
It's a beer that is brewed with a 
significant proportion of wheat. Wheat 
beer is distinguished by its often hazy,  
creamy texture and sweet flavour, and 
some brews have overtones of banana 
and clove. Belgian wit ("white beers") 
get their name from suspended yeast, 
which give it a whitish colour. Belgian 
white beers often have spices such as 
coriander or bitter orange peel added, 
giving them a slightly fruity flavour.   
We've even added  the Meantime Wheat 
beer, which I really enjoyed!  (sssh, 
Belgian white beer is a great addition to 
Ice Cream). Typically, these are a great 
summer quencher, from the fridge, 
chunk of lemon, lime or orange - cool a 
glass, (pop some ice water into it for a 
few minutes), and pour all the beer in 
slowly; leave a little in the bottom and 
swirl around to make sure that you get 
all the 
good bits 
from the 
bottom of 
the bottle.

Tucked neatly into Brew Wharf 
Yard on Stoney Street, the bar 
opens up a new oasis, away from 
the bustling market. Its entrance 
is set within the railway arches.

The design has been kept simple, 
with the bar, the cellar, and the 
brewery defining the space.
